Country artist Melinda Schneider is celebrating the release of her first DVD.

WITH 60 new songs under
her belt it’s no wonder
country songstress Melinda
Schneider is more than a
little tired.

‘ ‘ I ’ v e b e e n o v e r t o
Nashville three times this
year writing new songs for
my album,’’ she said.

‘‘I’ve written 60 so the
culling process begins, and
I’ll be recording the album
over there in February and
it comes out in May.

‘‘I’m exhausted.’’
The Annandale resident is

also kept busy making con-
stant trips around Australia
to peddle her wares.

‘‘When you’re a country
artist you’ve got to do the
miles – lots of country towns
and lots of regional areas –
so I’m always on the road.

‘‘It’s hard, definitely hard,
but it’s great fun and you
meet lots of interesting
people and get to bring
people a bit of joy.

‘‘You can be driving up to
six or seven hours to the
next town and then have to

do it all again. It’s pretty
tiring.’’

The hard work has once
again paid off for the award-
winning artist with the re-
lease of her first DVD, The
Story So Far, Live and More.

The idea began in June
when she was filming an
episode of Live At The Base-
ment.

‘‘I looked at the footage and
I was so pleased with it that
we decided to turn it into a
DVD,’’ she said.

The singer – daughter of
renowned yodeller Mary
Schneider – draws her in-
spiration from all over the
place.

‘‘From just life really, just
meeting people, different
stories that people tell you,
relationships, love songs,
humanitarian issues – all
sorts of different stuff
really,’’ she said.

But she dispels country
music stereotypes.

‘‘I don’t really write songs
about the the bush or utes or
things like that because I
was born in Sydney, so it
wouldn’t be very real if I did
that.’’
